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This refers to your correspondence and accompanying samples to the Bureau of Alcohol.
Tobacco, Fireanns and Explosives (ATF), Fireanns Technology Industry Services
Branch (FI'ISB), submitted for findings regarding the lawfulness of your proposals: As
indicated, you have submitted two samples, Sample "A" is referenced as an "Ann Brace"
and sample "B" is described as "a decorative buttstock without buttstock functions",

The following derails pertaining to the samples were provided:

Model (A): AD Arm Brace:

• There is no locking mechanism to fix the arm brace on the buffer tube which
means it can rotate.

• There is no locking mechanism 10 fIX Ihis device on the buffer tube which means il
can move back andforth.

• There u a loop at the end ofthe arm brace for the shooters arms.

• The material is rubber polymer with elastic expansion to allow arms to go in.
Note. the prototype we sen' to you is made ofhard polymer. The actllal prodllct
will be elastic.
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Model (8): A decorative buttstock without buttstock fuactions.

• There is no locking mechanism tofix this device on the buffer tube which means it
can rotate.

• There is no locking mechanism /0 fIX this device on the buffer tube which means it
can move back andforth.

• The overall length oJthis device is shorter than the buffer tube length which
means when a shooter wants to utilize this device against the shoulder as a
buttstock, the device will move forward and thus lose its supporting/unctions.

For your reference in this matter, the amended Gun Control Act of 1968 (GCA),
18 U.S.c. § 921(8)(3). defines the tenn "fireann" to include any weapon (including a
starter gWl) which will or is designed to or may be readily converted to expel a projectile
by the action ofan explosive .. .[and] ... the frame or receiver ofany such weapon ....

Also, with respect to the definitions of"handgun" and "pistol" under Federal statutes and
regulations, ynu may be aware that the GCA, 18 U.S.C. § 921(aX29), defines "handgun"
to mean, in part: ...afirearm which has a short stock and is designed to be held andfired
by the use a/a Single hand....

Additionally, 27 CFR § 478,11, a regulation implementing the GCA, defines "pisto)" 8S:

...a weapon originally designed, made. and intended 10 fire a projectile (bullet) from one
or more barrels when held in one hand, and haVing ra) a chamberrs) as an integral
part(s) of, or permanently aligned with, the borers); and (b) a short stock designed 10 be
gripped by one hand and at an angle to and extending below the line a/the borers).

Please note also that the GCA, 18 U.S ,C. § 921(a)(7). defines the term "rifle" to include a
weapon designed or redesigned, made or remade, and intended to be fired/rom the
shoulder...•

Finally, the NFA, 26 U.S.C. § 5845(aX3), defines "firearm" to include a rifle having a
barrel or barrels ofless Ihan J6 inches in lenglh ....
